60 YEARS OF THE IMPALA (Building T)

The Chevrolet Impala debuted in 1958 as one of Chevrolet’s most expensive 
models and quickly became one of the best-selling passenger cars in the 
United States. In 1959 it was redesigned using bodyshells more like the 
Buicks, Oldsmobiles and Pontiacs of the time. In 1961 the Impala began its 
third generation on the GM B Platform which would last until 1964. In 1965, 
in its fourth generation, the Impala took the market by storm setting an 
all-time industry sales record of more than 1 million units in the U.S. By 1971 

styling changed in the automotive market and, 
naturally, the Impala did as well by introducing its 
fifth-generation model. This lasted until 1976. In 
1977, 1994, 2000, 2006 and 2014 the automotive 
market changed again, leading to sixth, seventh, 
eighth, ninth and tenth generation versions of the 
car which all scored well enough with consumers

Time flies when you’re having fun and for enthusiasts who love the LS 
engine, it’s been 20 years since it debuted. This is one of the most popular 
engine platforms in the history of Chevrolet, having come on the market in 
1997. This small-block was first included under the hood of the Corvette, 
but not long after, found its way under the hoods of the Firebird and 
Camaro too. Known for their extremely strong engine block, the LS engine 
would also be put in the likes of the 2004 Pontiac GTO, the Cadillac CTS-V, 

the SSR, the Escalade, Silverado, Hummer H2 
and many more models as the years went on. 
The LS is still used today with modern variants 
like the LT4 in the Corvette and Camaro. It’s 
also become a favorite of those building hot 
rods and resto-mods as Chevrolet Performance 
offers crate motors that can be shipped direct to 
your home! 

Hitting the truck market in 1918, Chevrolet introduced the Four-Ninety after 
using them internally for a couple of years. Priced at $595, the truck provided 
the market with an economic light-delivery truck that many small business-
es started using after World War I. Chevy trucks would continue to take the 
market by storm all the way up to present day with models like the '55 Task 
Force, the famous El Camino, the Corvair Pickups, the C-10, Chevy LUV, the 
S-10, the Avalanche and today's Silverado.

Denkenberger personally, 
you certainly would recognize 
his amazing builds. Ed 
Denkenberger is the owner of 
Superior Auto Works located in 
Frederica, Delaware. Day in and 
day out, Ed works on building 
dream cars for his clients. 

“I tell people I build special 
cars for special people,” and 
that does not go unrecognized 
in the automotive realm. 

Ed’s passion for cars started 
in high school when he received 
his first car, a 1965 GMC
